Selector Assignment
For 5 points (10% of your Final Exam grade), do a Manual Schedule of a 3-hour block of programming either on KSBR.  For full credit, you must do the following:
1)
Make sure the hour times out +/- 1-minute.  

2)
Check unscheduled positions.  When filling them follow these rules:

3)
Make sure the last song in the hour fades.
4)
Make sure there are at least 2 songs in each set (including the last set going into top of hour)

5)
Don't play two songs in a row with the same type. 
6)
Do not to replace new releases (H, M, L, D, K). You may juggle if you check “same hour.”

7)
Try not to schedule two instrumentals in a row that have the same instrument as their main "voice."  
 (Sometimes you can tell that from the Sound Codes, but it's also helpful to know what the main artist plays to figure this out.  At the same time, try to schedule at least one sax every 2 or 3 songs - it's generally considered to be the defining voice in jazz.)
Print the log for the 3 hours that you programmed and staple it to this form.  On the log, note your justification for any “Unbreakable Rule” that you might have broken (e.g., if you have two Type 3’s in a row, you can explain that they have different Sound Codes).
